
The Mearl Crabill Memorial Scholarship was started four years ago in honor of Mearl Crabill. A girl’s softball coach at Keller Youth Association (KYA) for 8 years He coached a total of 14 teams at the 12 and under and 14 and under age groups, sometimes coaching two teams at once. What made him truly remarkable was he didn’t have a daughter of his own and he was a quadriplegic in a wheelchair.


When Mearl passed away five years ago local area softball associations and the families of his players donated enough money to start this scholarship. This annual college scholarship is $1000.00 and may be awarded to any girl(s) that have played softball through the KYA youth recreational league at any point in her life and is graduating from any high school in the Keller ISD. The applicants do not have to be currently playing softball. Our scholarship is funded by private donations and the annual KYA Mearl Crabill Memorial Softball Tournament at the Keller Sports Park. This tournament is staffed almost exclusively with volunteers from KYA and Mearl’s former players.
